Recently,
however, things are happening in the parish, as a response to our growing
numbers, that require not only the work of the vestry, but the also the active
and prayerful participation of the wider parish. As such, | feel that you need to
be kept up to date some of the things that are happening, to keep you ‘in the
loop’ and to inform your prayers.

These include:

Building initiatives in Rolleston and Lincoln

We have 2 groups working to refine proposals for new buildings at The Church
of the Resurrection and St Stephen’s. We will be surveying their congregations
for feedback as to location, size, design and amenities for these proposed
additions.

Upgrading the technology in the parish office

Our computers are now over 15 years old and no longer fit for purpose.
Fortunately, we have received a grant from the bishop in recognition of the
time that | spent deputising for him last year, which the vestry has agreed to
use to upgrade the laptops and screens.

A new photocopier was installed last week, in line with our contract and at no
extra cost to the parish.

Financial planning

It has been suggested, wisely, that in order to cope with the needs of a
growing parish, a financial planning group is necessary. The vestry agreed to
this and we will be approaching a small number of suitably qualified
parishioners and inviting them to participate.

Safequarding

A significant and vital part of our common life, is the establishment of a faith
community in which people of all ages can safely participate. In line with the
rest of the diocese, we have a Safeguarding Officer in the parish. Cameron
Dickson, a qualified and experienced counsellor, lecturer in Christian
Counselling at Laidlaw College and, along with his family, a member of the
congregation at Lincoln, has taken on this role. Cameron has attended some




training events organised by the diocesan team and will soon be ready to
share the workings of his role with our congregations.

Please uphold these important matters in your prayers and the wonderful
vestry members and other parishioners giving of their time and skills in these
endeavours.
